These great flexibility and adhesive properties can be applied in the 
development of cement soil road. The advantages of rubber soil cement road is not only cost saving for the 
government to build and expand road network in Thailand. It may also save the national crisis problem 
of rubber price slump due to the surplus amount of rubber in the market.
